Status of Bob and Ed Appeal

As many of you know, Bob and Ed have appealed the Magistrate Court® decision on there case here in Texas.

Just as a reminder of the case; Bob and Ed were on Corps of Engineers govern public lands surrounding Lake
Whitney and were stopped for metal detecting what the ranger called a @rotected areaGat that time. Both Bob and Ed
ended up being prosecuted for "Intent Of" stealing artifacts from that protected area, but were found not to have any
artifacts on their person when stopped. Later in the courtroom it was proven by the government® archeologist that
both Bob and Ed were not actually on the unmarked protected area in question, but several hundred yards away from
it, to the best of the government® knowledge. Even thought the prosecution could not prove exactly where the protect
area was that they are charged to protect, the prosecution covered the charges by changing them to "Intent Of"
stealing artifacts and Bob and Ed were found guilty of such charges by a jury and fined $40.00 each and put on
probation for one year, a misdemeanor charge. However, the government kept Bob and Eds equipment which
included Ed® pickup truck and several thousands of dollars of detecting gear.

Well the guys year probation is up or very close to it and they are still in the appeals process with the courts. Both Bob
and Ed filed an appeal to the court® decision because they attorneys never allowed them a defense of which the
Magistrate judge realized in the two guys Sentencing hearing at Fort Hood, after the courts decision. Thus is the
reason why the Sentencing was so light on the two of them.

The first step in the appeals process was to petition the District Judge which is over the Magistrate court for the case
to be re-heard on the grounds of poor representation of the defendants and new evidence that does confirm the exact
location of the protected site found by past government archeologist surveys on record that the professional
government archeologist testified, during the hearings, that did not exist. Thus proving that Bob and Ed were not on
any protected area and maybe not even on Corps govern property. There are several more reasons for their appeal as
well.

The District Judge had until January of 2005 to answer their petition, but he did not. Not until this May has the district
judge even been heard from in this matter. When Bob and Ed® attorney for appeal made a motion before the district
court of no answer and requested the court for a mis-trial, then the district judge decides to make a ruling of: "anything
found within the Magistrate Court® transcript of this case will not be allowed in Bob and Ed® appeal”. Also, the
defense attorneys assigned to this case by the district judge is two Colonels from Fort Hood. The District Judge has
now ruled to assign two more Colonels, a total of four from Fort Hood, to this case.

This is where Bob and Ed® appeal stands at the moment. Bob did tell me that he and Ed will be meeting this week
with their attorney; which has been paid to go as far as the Appeals Court in New Orleans if this district judge hands
them a negative decision in their appeal.

| told Bob | certainly have a few questions in the status of this case at this point.

One being, Where and How does military prosecutors get involved in a civilian matter that took place on public lands?
Does this not sound like a UN move over civilians? Why did Bob and Ed® sentencing take place on an American
Military Base (Fort Hood) in the first place?

I®@e got several more questions about this case, but these stand out the strongest to me and 1@n sure the guys attorney
will help provide an answer to these questions when they ask him this week.

| will let you know more as their appeal progresses. Bob and Ed wanted me to let you all know how much they both
sincerely appreciate your support and donations in their defense.

For those that could care-less about this, we all hope that you never fall into such a trap as Bob and Ed have with
such a case as this, you might just be very surprised as to how our government and courts work in such matters. Yet



we know many out there are being well educated to this fact daily, as we read of more and more of such cases spring-
up against our hobby and the folks that enjoy it.

Be careful out there, always get permission and ask if your not sure! As it has been proven in this case and many
others like it, you don®have to be guilty of doing wrong--to be found guilty of such wrong doings by others.

One more important thing here; this "Intent Of" is something that the National Parks system started many years ago as
a blanket-charge allowing them to prosecute anyone for just about anything within the boundaries of the National
Parks. You can be prosecuted for "Intent Of" for having that metal detector in the trunk of your vehicle while visiting
one of our nations many national parks. It only takes one excitable ranger as Bob and Ed have witnessed and you and
your family could be turned up-side down for many years there after. Be Good Ambassadors to the Hobby!
