Regardless of the name, it is NOT a penny. | came across this bit of trivia while doing genealogy research.

During WW]I, the British Government wished to honor those who died serving their country. They began to
issue what was officially known as “First World War Memorial Medals, large bronze medals to the next of kin to
members of His Majesty® armed forces who died in military service.”

These were cast in bronze and were uniface, that is only one side bears a design, the reverse side being
blank. On the obverse was a standing figure of Britannia, holding a trident and wreath, surrounded by dolphins, a lion
in front, with the inscription around the edge: HE DIED FOR FREEDOM AND HONOUR. There is also an oblong
panel below the wreath, where the name of the individual is recorded, being cast into each medallion, rather than
engraved afterwards.

These came to be called “ Death Pennies’ because the bronze color and Britannia figure reminded
most people of the penny then in use, even though the medal
was much larger than the penny. Each medal was
accompanied by a scroll seven inches wide by eleven
inches in height, designed to accompany the plaque
and of thick paper.
