HUNTING FOR GOLD RINGS
By Jack Ellett

We have adl read or heard for along timeif you are going to find gold rings you must dig everything,
especialy the pull tabs. | have noticed lately by alittle experimenting that a certain metal detector seemsto
not follow that idea. | don't usually name a certain metal detector in my articles. But | would like to relate an
experiment | have done. The metal detector | am talking about is the Garrett 250. The discrimination circuit
to me seems alittle different than most other detectors | have owned, or now own. | now own 11 metal
detectors. Silly, isn'tit? | keep telling myself | must sell some of them but | like them all. But getting back
to my experiment, | took 64 gold rings (some of mine and some of Berley Bowens) of al sizes. From avery
small 10k gold ring to one zinc reading. Also, white gold 10k to large men’s 14k. The reason | mention
white gold is white gold and platinum reads much lower in conductivity than yellow gold. The test was
performed in air test only. Actual in ground may read differently. Putting the 250 in coin mode which
should eliminate most pull tabs and passing the rings flat about 4" from the coil. | performed thistest at
American Detectors. Of the sixty-four rings, 44 read in the 5 cent range---1 zinc. Then | lowered the disc
one more notch lower than 5 cent. Then | read 10 more gold rings. Of the nine others that read pull tabs two
were 14k wedding bands. Two were very nice large rings with diamonds. The other five | do not know why
they read pull tabs.

This certainly is not a conclusive indication of a sure way to find gold rings. | have not had time or
inclination due to the heat. Thiswas a controlled test. What it will be in an actual hunting situation | do not
know. | just thought it to be very interesting.

The State of our Metal Detecting and Prospecting Hobby is weak at best!

There are a number of folks and organizations trying hard to provide a more secure future for generations to come for
our hobby and to keep public lands open to all. Some are very active and some are not. Our hope is that you are
supporting at least one of them instead of setting back and doing nothing to ensure that your children can continue to
enjoy the same hobby you have enjoyed for so long.

600 barrels of loot found on Crusoe island

The archipelago is named after Robinson Crusoe, but perhaps it should have been called Treasure Island.

A long quest for booty from the Spanish colonial era appears to be culminating in Chile with the announcement by a
group of adventurers that they have found an estimated 600 barrels of gold coins and Incan jewels on the remote
Pacific island.

"The biggest treasure in history has been located," said Fernando Uribe-Etxeverria, a lawyer for Wagner, the Chilean
company leading the search. Mr Uribe-Etxeverria estimated the value of the buried treasure at US$10bn (£5.6bn).

The announcement set off ownership claims. The treasure hunters claimed half the loot was theirs and said they
would donate it to non-profit-making organisations. The government said that they had no share to donate.

It also prompted speculation about the contents of what is considered to be one of the great lost treasures from the
Spanish looting of South America. Chilean newspapers were filled with reports that the stash includes 10 papal rings
and original gold statues from the Incan empire.

The hoard is supposedly buried 15 metres (50ft) deep on Robinson Crusoe island, also known as the Juan Fernandez
island, home to Scottish sailor Alexander Selkirk, the adventurer immortalised by Daniel Defoe as Robinson Crusoe.
Selkirk was dumped on the island and lived alone for four years before being rescued. His exploits brought worldwide
attention to the islands.

For centuries treasure hunters have scoured the island in search of booty which was reportedly buried there in 1715
by Spanish sailor Juan Esteban Ubilla y Echeverria. Using everything from old Spanish ship manifests to teams of
islanders with shovels and picks, foreigners have made so many claims of discovering the lost treasure that islanders
are usually sceptical of the proclamations.

This most recent announcement, however, deserves greater credence because of the equipment used by the treasure
hunters: a mini robot that can scan 50 metres deep into the earth. The robot, dubbed "Arturito”, was invented by
Chileans and over the past year has grabbed headlines by breaking some of the country® biggest criminal mysteries.

First, the robot detected the buried arsenal of a rightwing sect known as Colonia Dignidad. The guns and rocket
launchers were buried at some 10 metres and while the authorities had searched for years, the robot found the buried
weapons almost instantly. Then, in the case of missing businessman Jose Yuraszeck, Arturito was able to analyse the
soil and identify the molecular composition of human bones, allowing investigators to dig straight to the body of the
murder victim.
