A.M. “ Van”  Van Flossen. 
Keith Wills sent the following messages: 
On February 12: 
Many of you remember Van, he is the one that has been so kind for 
so many years bringing his wonderful collections of Pre-Columbian 
artifacts and more to display at the Texas Council©s Treasure Shows 
here in Texas. 
 
I received word Saturday he was in very serious health. I called 
Mary, Van©s wife and also spoke with Van©s granddaughter and it 
seems Van had two very severe massive heart attacks in a row a 
last Sunday. Van now has been in the Veteran©s hospital in Houston 
(the one across the street from his old shop site) for a week with 
only 20% of his heart functional, his kidneys have shutdown and he 
is on full dialysis, he is on life support for he can not breathe on his 
own and is still unconscious. When speaking to the family, they 
related to me that they are considering pulling the plug. 
 
This is very serious and I do not know of many very intelligent men 
in this world, but Van is surely one of them. When he is gone, not 
just a few will miss him but the hobby will miss him greatly as well. 
Please remember the family during this time. Van and Mary had just 
finished their new home on his land and had moved in to enjoy it. I 
will keep you all informed as to his condition and the family©s 
decision as soon as I know it.  
 
On February 17: 
I just spoke with Van©s wife Mary and his granddaughter and they 
just got home from the hospital after spending the day with Van. I©m 
happy to say, Van is now awake and speaking and the doctors have 
removed the life support from him. Van is still on constant dialysis 
and because of that they can not give him the dye so to put a stint in 
his artery near his heart, so he is still operating on about 20 % of his 
heart at this time. He also has pneumonia but he is at lease 
breathing on his own now. He has had a very rough go of it thus far, 
but he has given his large family some good hope today. The 
doctors tell Mary that they are not sure there will be anything they 
can do for his heart, mostly due to his kidney problem.  
Mary is still very hopeful that Van will get to go home and wants to 
thank everyone for their prayers. But according to his 
granddaughter, Van still has a long way to go yet. Sat. night will be 
two weeks Van has been in the hospital and he has had in that time 
three heart attacks, 2 were major. As his Granddaughter said, one 
more could kill him. According to the doctors, they are telling the 
family that he has to want to live now. Today has been the first day 
Van has been himself and he is wondering what has happen to him. 
It was a little scary for him today, waking up to life support and 
dialysis. As his granddaughter said; Thank God he is awake and 
himself and off life support. Let©s all keep our prayers going for Van 
and for the family. At this time, the family is only asking for prayers, 
for there are so many members of the family it©s creating a crowd 
during visiting hours. I©ll let you know when I receive more news. 
 
On March 2: 
I spoke with his son-in-law tonight and not much has changed for 
Van. His kidneys are still shut down and even if he recovers they will 
not. He is having liver trouble and bowel and has pneumonia. He 
has only 20 percent of his heart and it just isn©t enough for a big man 
as he is. He is mentally in and out, the family feel the strokes and 
heart attacks cause some brain damage. They have tried moving 
him into a care center for some rehabilitation but it isn©t working and 
fear they will soon be moving him back into the VA hospital. The 
outlook is grim as his son-in-law put it. It©s been nearly a month Van 
has been in the hospital and no improvement. Van is still breathing 
on his own at this time. 
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One of the oldest legends in history is the story of the Four Horsemen of the Apocalypse, who appear just before some great 
catastrophe, as a warning to all the world. From time immemorial, the Four Horsemen have stood for War, Famine, Pestilence and 
Death. Today, in these apocalyptic times, the Four Horsemen appear before hobbyists as completely different entities. 

The first Horseman as determined by the hobbyist/collector is the archaeologist. He is very jealous of anything old and believes 
that everything should be discovered by and recovered by him. He has also been known to occasionally have a collection of 
wonderful finds hidden down in his personal basement. The archaeologist is the only horseman that I feel has any right to dissuade 
our hobby. He is one who should be tolerated because his work is actually needed. However, but he is an overachiever. It is "all or 
nothing" for him and you know which one of those he preaches. 

The second Horseman is the environmentalist. He covets everything green (or brown, or grey). He is also known as a Tree-hugger, 
and for good reason. The fact that he loves all things that he attributes to Nature, is heightened by his fight to keep everyone else 
from them. Flora and fauna alike are his religion. No one else should ever touch his precious treasures and that means no 
detecting, no prospecting, no off-roading, no hunting no fishing and no anything else.  

The third Horseman is the vote - crazed politician. This animal will do anything that he believes will gain him one more vote. 
Consequently, he caters to the "Greenies" and the "Archies" to gain their respect and he bad-mouths the poor hobbyist He is power 
- hungry and will sell his soul for a vote. May the Powers That Be cast him to the deepest, darkest abyss for his beliefs. 

The final Horseman is the most fearsome. To paraphrase Pogo’s theorem, "We have seen the enemy and they is us." Oh yes it is! 
We leave holes with trash beside them. We jump fences and go onto property when we know it is verboten. We leave gates open. 
And if we are of the Chosen Few that don©t do these things, we are the ones who don©t chastise the guilty parties. Consequently, we 
create ill will with almost everyone and then cry and gnash our teeth and wail because not everyone loves us.

In a third video, the gorilla stops in the middle of the scene, thumps its chest, and 
walks off. 

Amazingly, only 54 percent of the subjects saw the umbrella woman or the gorilla in the first two versions, and just 50 per cent 
saw the gorilla in the third version!" 

People concentrating on one task do not see something unrelated because they aren’ t expecting it. The intuition people have is that 
something different will jump out at them and they will notice it. But their intuition is wrong." 

It’s no stretch to apply the same thinking to metal detector hobbyists. They are so involved in their hobby that they simply don’ t 
see the gorilla. And, in our case, they are so intent on blaming and cursing the first three Horsemen that they can©t see the forth, 
and most devastating one, ourselves.  

In short folks, we simply must clean up our act if we want to continue this wonderful hobby. Otherwise, the great catastrophe shall 
befall us and it shall happen in the very near future.
