Hey guys it® been a long time since | have seen or
talked to any of you guys. | hope to see you all really
soon. | thought | would write a little story to update
you on what my detecting has been like. | am still
finding lots of silver coins, a few pretty good ones. |
found two barber dimes one was 1893 and one 1895.
| also found a walking half 1934, along with an
undated standing quarter. A few buffalo nickels have
turned up as well as five or six silver nickels (1942 -
1945). | have found what | truly enjoy the most; four
tokens one dated 1915 from Ft. Worth. A couple state
fair Items, 1894 Official Souvenir badge, and a 1915
opening day key pin. | also found an 1854 copper
coin from France, with Napoleon on the face.

In the jewelry department | have done fairly well also.
Three or four silver ear rings have turned up, along
with a couple silver rings. Now for the best ring
finding stretch | have had in a long time. | have been
detecting 30 years come December, and that® quit a
long time. | have never found as many Class rings in
a short period as | have lately. In a span of three
weeks | found four Class rings and returned one to
the owner. | started off with a sterling silver ring
dated 1981 from Montford, Utah. | found it less than
a mile from my house. In less than 24 hours | was
able to locate the guy who lost it and dropped it into
his hand. That was the fastest | have ever returned
one. Then | found a 1934 ring from Colorado, it was
a lady® ring. So far no luck in finding the owner. She
would be between 80 or 90 years old now. | next
found a 1978 Men® class ring from Christensen Prep
school in Irving. | found both of these rings on the
same day in the same yard. By the way the yard had
been hunted by someone else the day before. In that
yard | found four silver dimes the standing quarter,
and in the same hole as the 1934 ring a walking half.
Goes to show you never know even if a place has
been hunted, go ahead and hunt it again. The last
ring was a 1985 ring that was a friend of mines, he
lost it in his backyard one weekend and | found it the
next. Also thrown in there is a 14k man® wedding
ring | found at a bus stop on Buckner blvd. Just got
off the bus looked down and picked it up.

| have been ringing in the finds lately and hope you
are too. This weekend coming up is a long one so |
am looking forward to digging in the dirt. Keep your
batteries fresh, your earphones on and swinging
away.

A Little Known Fact

A new coin, called the
Liberty nickel, had just been minted by the U.S. government.
It was a good looking coin, and about the size of a $5.00 gold
piece, and as most of our money was back then, it was actually
made of out nickel, not some combination of pot metals as our
coins are today.

But the U.S. Mint made an error. The mint neglected to put a
statement of worth on the coin. That'sright. It didn’'t say
“five cents.” It just had abig letter “V” in the middle of the
coin. That'sone error that came to cause some real problems
in the business world for awhile. Y ou see, some fast fingered
Freddy figured out pretty quickly that if you put athin gold
colored veneer on the new nickel, it could often be passed off
asafivedollar gold piece. After al, they were the same size
and there was no statement of value on the nickel. Y ou might
guess that other fast Freddies got into the act pretty quickly,
and merchants all over the country were having to watch very
carefully that their employees were not taking in nickels and
giving back change for $5.00 - which was happening a whole
bunch at first.

But, the story hit the
headlines of course, and wouldn’'t you know, something came
out of Josh’sllittle practice of larceny.

THISATTACK ON METAL DETECTING NEEDSYOUR IMMEDIATE ATTENTION!!!

The Attachment is Item 28 of the Commissioners Court Hearing held in Travis Co. Austin, Texas yesterday. It NEEDS TO BE
READ IMMEDIATELY by all of you. Timeis very short and as we have always known, the Texas Historical Commission has
and still does want metal detecting outlawed in the state of Texas. They are using the fact that Texas State Parks do not allow it, so
it should be outlawed in al city and county parksin the state. The THC is systematically taking out county parks across the state
one at time, starting with the most centrally located ones first, Harris Co, Houston, Texas, now Travis Co. Austin, Texas and the
word is San Antonio is next.

If THC winsthisin Travis Co. thiswill be all they need to show precedence and start closing all city parks and county parks
across the state. THISISVERY IMPORTANT and you will see that when you read the minutes attached of the hearing. This will
be re-heard in three weeks; time was given to let the THC reload with ammunition so to blow metal detecting out-of-the-water for
us all. We do not have any problem with, but a strong interest as they do in preserving our cultural history and artifacts of
significance that might come from any site within the park system. Our request is ONLY to search pre-disturbed public use areas
within those parks that should have been cleared of any historical significance before they built the beaches, swimming areas,
playgrounds, restrooms, RV dlabs and etc.

Below, | have added the names, addresses and emails of the four commissioners and the judge setting on this hearing, we must
have EVERY ONE in the state write or type a letter to each of them IMMEDIATELY to show strength or we are going to loose
this state to our hobby. Ed. Note: these addresses are posted on the WWATS webpage

Do not email them! It isway too easy to deleteit; they pay much more attention to handwritten and stamped mailed letters. In
three weeks we might witness the end of metal detecting in Texas except on private property only where permission has been
obtained. Remember this: they are not concerned with destroying the parks as much asif you find an artifact on them. The THC
has scared the commissionersinto believing that there is artifacts on every square inch of Texas land and they have twisted the
Antiquities Law so that all lands should be off limits even before it has been proven it contains anything of historical or
archeological value, thus al metal detecting should be outlawed in the state on public lands.

Also remember, even though we do not have Texas State Parks open to our hobby, there are 38 other states that do allow metal
detecting on their state parks as proven by State Park Director Butts of Arkansas before they open their state parks on atrial basis.
These states have the exact same concerns as Texas as to the protection of their historical and archeological resources, yet they
found ways to allow the legal recreational hobby of metal detecting so to co-exist with all forms of recreation that their residents
of the county and state wish to enjoy within the parks system. Also, when you read the minutes of the meeting, you will see how
the THC cast out the Army Corps of Engineers (the one big thorn in their side) as being different than county or state parks and



should not be considered in the commissioners hearing, when the Corps lands has as much or more archeological and historical
known sites as any state in the US. Since 1989 there has not been a single incident surface as a violation to that national policy
with the Army Corps and US metal detecting community as of my last meeting with them in Washington D. C. in 2003.

Keep in mind that these county parks have been allowing metal detecting and metal detecting club functions and issuing permits
for those functions for the last 10 years or more. It seems that neither the commissioners nor THC can name a single incident of
anyone ever finding an artifact of any kind on these parkslands. Y et THC has convinced the commissioners they are violating a
state and federal antiquities law by allowing metal detecting activities on park lands. Asfor the high cost of conducting cultural
surveys as described by the THC in this hearing, if Washington State can work with their state parks folks and agree to the state
doing so many cultural surveysayear so to open more areas for the recreation use of metal detector, then why can®Texas.
Washington State found it to be a reasonable request and has been honoring it for years with the detectorist in the state.

Folksif we lose this one we have lost it all! We® never get the state parks open for the THC using this closure of county and city
parks against usin this state. We must act now and act fast. If we win this battle then we as a metal detecting community and
recreational hobby within Texas will set the precedence for future such cases the THC may bring against us. | will be contacting
the Senator that helped us get our State Parks Bill passed through the Senate several years ago. | request that when the hearing
takes place in three weeks, usually on a Tuesday morning, that we take off work and be present for that hearing, as many a
possible....don®leave this to be done for you by someone else! We must show them our numbersin both writing letters and in our
presents of being at the next hearing!

Thisisvery important and we need everyone involved.
