Note: Broken bones are no laughing matter and those of us who engage in hobbies, such as metal detecting, often go into
areas where accidents are more likely — and into areas where immediate help is not always available. Although Dick was not
metal detecting when he broke his hip, his experience may be helpful asa reminder to be careful. And, although broken bones are
NEVER a laughing matter, Dick’s description of how his occurred I Sfunny.

Broken Hip

On Sunday, February 18" about 5:30 PM | ventured into the woods behind and to the East side of our home to spot a bobcat that
has been seen roaming around our neighborhood. I'm told thisis alarge and aggressive bobcat who has tried to take dogs walking
on alease with their ownerslately. He crosses the creek behind our neighbor’s house on afallen log that stretches from the woods
on the other side of the creek to the woods on our side.

| found a comfortable placeto sit on arock at the end of the creek | lined with rocks last year on the East side of our property. It
was a beautiful, sunny day and | was enjoying the sights and sounds of nature as| quietly waited.

There was a drowned animal (maybe alarge dog?) in the creek directly behind our house. | thought maybe the bobcat would
consider thisanimal carrion and come by to pick it up for feeding. So | attempted to change my position by leaning back on a 12”
diameter tree that jutted out over the creek. | reasoned | could see the drowned animal and the bobcat crossing log from this
position.

| stepped onto an 8-10" diameter root of the tree that stuck up above the ground. The log looked strong and stable; however it
must have been rotten inside because it gave way as soon as | put the weight from my right foot onto it. | lost control and fell
down and forward immediately. | did not actually climb atree.

When things like this happen to me everything seemsto turn into “slow motion” and | can follow what is happening like a slow
motion movie — | remember almost every second of the fall. | covered my head with both of my armsas| fell forward. | must
have gone straight down — like a nose dive — because | landed on my head (two hands) with a hard thud. (My hands and fingers
were swollen and cut up from the impact; but nothing was broken — just pretty sore.)

Rather than simply rolling forward — maybe it was the steepness of the fall — | sprung forward and was thrown hard flipping over
and landing directly on my left back hip. | landed directly on rocks on a 45 degree slope heading down into the spring-fed creek.
| believe | could feel my hip break as | made contact with the rocks. | did to a stop afew feet further down, lying on rocksand in
some water with my feet towards the creek.

| laid there for a couple of minutes trying to assess the damage to my body. | sort of mentally went from limb to limb seeing if |
could feel broken bones or see blood. | was pretty sure | had only broken my hip, although it did felt like a pretty bad break. The
fall knocked the wind out of me and | could hardly breathe for a few minutes. My mouth went completely dry (like “cotton
mouth™), most likely from the shock of the fall and the injury. | reached in my shirt pocket for my cell phone and called Ruth at
home — she was preparing dinner.

| couldn’t speak very well because of getting the wind knocked out of me; but | told Ruth what had happened, where | was and |
asked her to bring be a bottle of water and to call my friend Randy (from just down the street). A few moments later | heard her
calling for me from the woods above trying to locate exactly where | was. | could barely get the words out to call back to her but
she eventually found me.

By thistime Randy had arrived running through the woods and down the cliff in his bare feet. Ruth tossed Randy the bottle of
water and he gave me a badly needed drink. Herolled up his sweatshirt and put it under my head and removed some of the larger
rocks from under my back. Randy’s stepson (also Randy) arrived with him and used his upright legs to give me something to lean
back on while we waited for 911 to arrive.

| was lying on my back on my right side with my Ieft leg bent alittle at the knee. | tried but | couldn’t straighten my left leg. It
was very uncomfortable, wet, and cold and it was starting to get dark. The emergency rescue guys arrived followed by the
Fairview Fire Department rescue guys. There was afemale Fairview Police officer on the bank above shooting pictures like
crazy. (I'm going to contact the police department to seeif | can get afew of those photos.)



The rescue guys are not especially trained for mountain rescue situations like this — they usually pick people up from their
bathroom floor or off of the curb. Herel am, 25 feet down aravine, laying at the edge of a creek, in the woods and it’s getting
dark. It took them about 2 ¥2 hours of struggling to get me up the 25 feet and through the woods to the ambulance waiting in our
driveway.

| was strapped to awood board and 5 guys were trying to heft my 260 pound body up the side of the cliff, falling back every few
feet. 1I'm certain they were all exhausted by the time they got me out of there. | was exhausted just laying there trying to hold on
for dear life. It felt like someone was slamming my hip with a sledge hammer every time they feel back and let the board drop
down afew feet. They couldn’t give me any morphine until after a doctor saw me in the emergency room. | sure could have used
it 4 hoursearlier...

| was operated on Monday about 1:30 PM. My hip felt much better once everything was put back into place where it belongs. Dr.
Morgan put a 6-8" rod down my thigh bone, another rod that goesinto the hip ball joint and a screw at the base of the first rod
holding it in place. They got me up on my feet Monday about 5:00 PM after the operation for the first time. | was amazed that |
could stand at all.

Thursday (February 22™) | transferred to a rehabilitation hospital in McKinney where | had about 3 hours of physical therapy and
occupational therapy daily. | was amazed at how difficult the most simple things to do were — like simply lifting my left foot off
of the ground. | couldn’t do it all thefirst time| tried.

Rehabilitation helped me alot and | feel like I’'m on my way to afull recovery with lots of work to do every day teaching myself
how to use those damaged muscles again and allowing my injuries to properly heal before putting any weight on my left side. |
was released from rehab last Friday (March 2™) and was absolutely delighted to get back home with my family.

Today (Monday, March 5) | was to start home therapy 2-3 days a week for 3-8 weeks. The nurse that visited me today said she
was shocked to see mein apair of Levi’s. She said it usually takes several more weeks before people are able to wear pants
because of the swelling and the difficulty with pulling tight fitting clothing on. I’ve been in my Levi’s since yesterday.

The physical therapist visited with me today as well but told me she would not be back to see me again. She said after her
evaluation of my status that there was nothing more she could do for me. She said | was already doing everything she would have
been able to teach me. She gave me afew exercises to do standing up with my walker and |eft.

My Dad and | will work out together everyday with these exercises; and | will start back with my personal trainer (Dr. Cliff Sheats
of Lean Bodies fame) as soon as | can drive to get there again.

As| look back on this whole situation, | have to first thank God for watching over me (and believe me, | have - many times). |
could easily have broken my neck, or my back, or legs or arms, or poked a stick through my eye or main artery. | was lucky to
have only broken my hip. Some say God watches out for sinners and fools; and he sure took good care of me on this day.

| can’t thank Ruth enough for being there when | really needed her; and for doing what had to be done. This whole situation was
extremely stressful and difficult for Ruth — she had to take care of business and get me to the hospital and operated on, she had to
make sure Katie was OK through this whole episode, she had to take care of my father and make sure he handled the stress OK,
shedid it all and passed with flying colors. | love you Ruth and | thank you from the bottom of my heart.

| have to give Ruth full credit for my going to rehab. If it weren't for Ruth | would have gone straight home from the hospital
after the surgery. Sheinsisted that | go and it was absolutely the right thing to do.

| am particularly grateful for 42 years of Martial Artstraining and thinking. My training taught me how to properly fall while
protecting myself — even under dire circumstances like these. | have no doubt that | would have been even more seriously injured
—and maybe dead — without my training. After all of these yearsit has become a part of me and is now my natural reaction to
deadly situations.

Dr. Morgan told me | would have been injured much worse had it not been for the physical shape my body isin today after 11
months of personal training with Dr. Sheats. My bones and my muscles are dense and strong due to the weight lifting | have been
doing 3 times aweek. My strong muscles covered and protected my body from even more seriousinjury. Weight training causes
bones to become stronger and more stable. Plus my recovery time will be greatly improved because of the shape that | am in.
Thank you Dr. Sheats.



Since my injury, Katie has been my best nurse. She takesreal good care of her dad. After all, I’ m the best dad she’s ever had...
Thanks Katie — | love you.

And | can’t forget my little buddy Squirt. | guess he missed me alot and wondered where | was. He's hasn't left my side since
I’ ve been home; and he sleeps with me every night and during all of my naps. He purrslike crazy and rubs his head in my hands
letting me know he’sready for atickle.

All things considered, | really am a pretty lucky guy. It’snot all that uncommon for an old guy like me to fall and break his hip.
I'mjust glad I’ ve got agood story to tell when | explain thisinjury. Stalking awild bobcat and falling off a25’ cliff sure makesa
better tale than falling in the bathtub; or dlipping off the curb at the CV'S Pharmacy.

Our 12th annual visit to the Texas Lions Camp for handicap children will be June 6th & 7th, 2007 this year.

Twelve years ago the Texas Council of Treasure Clubs and Camp Activity Director: Nolan Underwood

(deceased) planed a new Camp activity for the many handicapped children that visit the Camp each year: metal
detecting for hidden treasures. Many of the manufacturers, some dealers and individuals donated to the Camp some
20 metal detectors for this activity. Over the years, many folks from many countries have donated foreign coins from
around the world for the Camp to hide and the children to find with the metal detectors.

Little did the Camp know that this activity would take off as well as it has, for it is a recreational activity unlike most that
handicap children can enjoy from a wheelchair, blind or deaf.

Each year a number of members of the Texas Council show up for our annual visit at the Camp so to not only spend
two days working with the wonderful children there, but also to train the new counselors as to how to use the detectors
so they can continue the activity after our visit through the summer session of kids. Many of these counselors are
foreign students and they take this new-found knowledge with them back home, some even take up the activity in their
own country.

Over the years the Camp has reported many children® parents that have wrote the Camp and thank them for finding
an outdoor activity that there child can participate in and for the self esteem that the activity has built in the Childs life.
We ask for those of you that can, PLEASE consider helping us this year at the Camp during our visit, it is a life
changing experience to say the least, with a wonderful group of kids.

We are still accepting foreign coins as donations so to continue the activity each year. The kids really love foreign
coins the most; to have coins from different countries around the world is exciting for them.

Velma's recipe for Almond Bark Cookies

Melt Almond Bark in GLASS bowl! (do not use plastic) in microwave for about 2 minutes. Add peanut butter and
cream good and then add other ingredients. | drop on wax paper & put in refrigerator till set & then put in air tight
container & keep in fridge. Makes about 8 dozens depending on size.

Facts about the Denver Mint

Every day, Americans lose, save or salt away $100,000 in pennies. That® more than 10 million coins taken out of
circulation each day, stashed in piggy banks, desk drawers and under the sofa cushions. Studies show that the
average family has over $50 in pennies stored somewhere in their home.

To replace these pennies, the U.S. Mint in Denver stamps 40 million coins each day -- a total of eight billion coins a
year that have to be punched, bagged and shipped.

At the mint, 800 coins a minute are stamped and shot from each of 60 punch presses into huge hoppers, with the
effect of a slot machine gone wild. The presses operate around the clock, five days a week. In another room,
machines count, sort and bag the coins. While 70% of the coins stamped in Denver are pennies, the mint also makes
nickels, dimes, quarters, half-dollars and commemorative coins.

The mint® security system is famously elaborate. This not only protects the coin production plant, but also what is
hidden in the basement behind four-and-a-half foot thick walls and a thousand tons of steel framework: an estimated
$100 billion dollars in solid gold bars. This is the second largest depository of gold bullion in the country.

This branch of the United States Mint was established by an April 21, 1862, Act of Congress after the Treasury
Department proposed that a Branch Mint be established for the coinage of gold. The need for this new facility was
because of the discovery of gold at the Platte River near Denver. The United States Mint at Denver opened for
business in September 1863, as a United States Assay Office. Coin production operations at this facility began in the
facilities of Clark, Gruber & Company - a private mint then located at 16th and Market Streets. The Clark, Gruber &
Company was later acquired by the federal government for $25,000.

In 1874, Congress gave the United States Mint at Denver the authority to produce coins for the United States and
some foreign countries.

The Denver facility became a functional branch of the United States Mint on February 20, 1895. The site for the newly
enacted United States Mint at Denver was located at the West Colfax and Delaware Street. The site was purchased
April 22, 1896, for approximately $60,000, and construction began in 1897. The transfer of assaying duties did not
begin at Denver until September 1, 1904, and the production of gold and silver coins began in 1906. Although the
United States Mint at Denver facility has expanded over the decades, today, the facility is still located at West Colfax
Street location.

The free tours of the mint have long been a highlight of any visit to Denver. Unfortunately, heightened security
measures have limited the number of tours available to the public. For the latest details on the tour schedule, check
the Web site at www.usmint.gov/mint tours.
