  Minutes of the Quarterly Meeting  
  November 10, 2007  
  
The meeting was held at the First Monday Trade Days grounds in Canton in  
conjunction with TCTC Satellite Hunt #1.   President Jeff Engemann called the  
meeting to order at 10:40 A.M.  There were 34 persons in attendance including  
Jeff Engemann, President, Jim Lawhon, Vice President, Scott Hegel, Treasurer,  
Blaine Nelson, Secretary, Jack Lowry Board of Directors and Larry Vickers,  
Board of Directors.  
  
  
Introduction of Officers:  
Jeff began by introducing the new officers, noting there has been a change since  
the prior meeting.  Former President Mike Koenig had to resign his position and  
Jeff stepped up to take the role of President for the remainder of the two year  
term.  Jim Lawhon from the Austin Club was elected as Vice President.  
  
Bob Norman:  
  
Jeff shared a word about our recent loss of long term member and Director Bob  
Norman.  Bob was very active in the Smith County Club, the Texas Council of  
Treasure Clubs and was a real advocate for our hobby.  Bob will be greatly  
missed by all who knew and worked with him.   
  
  
Treasurer’s Report:  
Scott Hegel presented a summary of the TCTC finances.  Following the ’07  
Treasure Show we had approximately $9K.  We now have about $7K due to  
expenses incurred in reserving the Killeen Convention Center, minor supplies  
etc.  Scott indicated that the balance will go up once we begin collecting monies  
for the ’08 Show.  
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TCTC – Service:  
Scott Hegel indicated that it is a goal for TCTC to become more of a service  
organization.  We would like to sponsor a number of Satellite Hunts in different  
areas of the state to generate membership for local clubs and promote  
camaraderie among members.  When TCTC sponsors such hunts, local clubs  
are not out money and TCTC can work as a team with the local clubs in planning  
and logistics.   
  
Future Satellite Hunts sites discussed include Llano (Central Texas) and the Gulf  
Coast (Galveston/Houston area).  The Austin Club recently participated with the  
Llano GPAA in a “Gold Extravaganza”  event sponsored by the Llano Chamber of  
Commerce.  The park on the Llano River would be an ideal site for a Satellite  
Hunt.  .Byron Whitaker offered to check on possible sites in the Gulf Coast area,  
including Galveston East Beach, Banana Bend etc.  A number of members  
indicated that they would be interested in a “beach”  hunt.  
  
TCTC could also provide service to the public by including a “Lost and Found”   
link on our web site and having TCTC member team available to search for lost  
items.  Scott indicated that the Austin Club initiated a Lost Item Recovery project  
locally and it has been very successful.  
    
Minutes from Quarterly Meeting 6/6/07:  
Blaine Nelson gave a summary of the Minutes from the last Quarterly meeting  
held at the Kerrville Lions Camp in June and status of items discussed:  
  
•  TCTC Web Site – we have a new web master (Cecil Herrin) and are  
adding information and new links to the site  
•  TCTC Booklet – The Officers are putting together a booklet which  
contains all the information about the Council, its members and activities.   
Blaine showed a copy of the book which was completed and distributed to  
all the clubs in July.  The book will be updated annually and a copy will be  
available on our web site.  
•  Club Visits – It is a goal of the Officers/Directors to visit all the member  
clubs to meet folks in person, discuss upcoming events and share ideas.   
To date the majority of the clubs have been visited.  
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•  TCTC Annual Show – An earlier plan to hold a “hunt weekend”  in lieu of  
the annual convention/show setting has been changed.  We WILL have a  
th 
show in ’08.  It will be held April 5-6 (set up Friday the 4 ) in Killeen.   
•  TCTC By-laws – The Officers/Directors will review the current By-laws  
and recommend revisions as needed.  So far work on this has not been  
started, but is on the list of items to accomplish.  
  
  
TCTC Show and Convention:  
Jeff shared information about the upcoming Show/Convention in Killeen.  Larry,  
Scott and Blaine met with the staff at the Convention Center and are developing  
the flyer, checking on hotels and looking into ways to promote attendance for the  
show.  Larry arranged with some of the vendors for give TCTC member  
discounts on goods and services.  All clubs were encouraged to participate in  
and support the Show this coming year.  
  
General Discussion:  
Members contributed several ideas:  
  
• hold a Cake Auction fund raiser at the Satellite Hunts  
• host a “Natural Find Hunt”  in an area that might produce good finds  
• set up a hunt in Thurber (need contacts)  
• look into Ghost town sites  
• have a hunt using Ancient coins  
• hold a “progressive”  hunt  
• have a centralized garage sale to raise funds

WWII  Fighter  Plane Discovered on Beach

NEW YORK (Nov. 14) - Sixty-five years after an American P-38 fighter plane ran out of gas and crash-landed 
on a beach in Wales, the long-forgotten World War II relic has emerged from the surf and sand where it lay 
buried.  
 
Beach strollers, sunbathers and swimmers often frolicked within a few yards of the aircraft, unaware of its 
existence until last summer, when unusual weather caused the sand to shift and erode.

The revelation of the Lockheed "Lightning" fighter, with its distinctive twin-boom design, has stirred interest in 
British aviation circles and among officials of the country©s aircraft museums, ready to reclaim another artifact 
from history©s greatest armed conflict.  
 
Based on its serial number and other records, "the fighter is arguably the oldest P-38 in existence, and the oldest 
surviving 8th Air Force combat aircraft of any type," said Ric Gillespie, who heads a U.S.-based nonprofit 
group dedicated to preserving historic aircraft. "In that respect it©s a major find, of exceptional interest to British 
and American aviation historians."  
 
Gillespie finds romance as well as historic significance in the discovery of the aircraft, long forgotten by the 
U.S. government.  
 
"It©s sort of like ©Brigadoon,© the mythical Scottish village that appears and disappears," he said. "Although the 
Welsh aren©t too happy about that analogy - they have some famous legends of their own."  
 
Gillespie©s organization, the International Group for Historic Aircraft Recovery, learned of the plane©s existence 
in September from a British air history enthusiast and sent a team to survey the site last month. The group plans 
to collaborate with British museum experts in recovering the fragile but nearly intact aircraft next spring.  
 
The Imperial War Museum Duxford and the Royal Air Force Museum are among the institutions expressing 
interest.  
 
"The difficult part is to keep such a dramatic discovery secret. Looting of historic wrecks, aircraft or ships, is a 
major problem, in Britain as it is worldwide," Gillespie said.  
 
British aviation publications have been circumspect about disclosing the exact location, and local Welsh 
authorities have agreed to keep the plane under surveillance whenever it is exposed by the tides of the Irish Sea, 
he said. For now, the aircraft is again buried under sand.  
 
Officially, the U.S. Air Force considers any aircraft lost before Nov. 19, 1961 - when a fire destroyed many 
records - as "formally abandoned," and has an interest in such cases only if human remains are involved.  
 
The twin-engine P-38, a radical design conceived by Lockheed design genius Clarence "Kelly" Johnson in the 
late 1930s, became one of the war©s most successful fighter planes, serving in Europe and the Pacific. About 
10,000 of the planes were built, and about 32 complete or partial airframes are believed to still exist, perhaps 10 
in flying condition.  
 
Another P-38, part of a "lost squadron" of warplanes marooned by bad weather in Greenland while being flown 
to Europe in 1942, was recovered and extensively restored with new parts. Dubbed "Glacier Girl," its attempt to 
complete the flight to Britain earlier this year was thwarted by mechanical problems.  
 
The Wales Lightning, built in 1941, reached Britain in early 1942 and flew combat missions along the Dutch-
Belgian coast.  
 
Second Lt. Robert F. "Fred" Elliott, 24, of Rich Square, N.C., was on a gunnery practice mission on Sept. 27, 
1942, when a fuel supply error forced him to make an emergency landing on the nearest suitable place - the 
Welsh beach.  
 
His belly landing in shallow water sheared off a wingtip, but Elliott escaped unhurt. Less than three months 
later, the veteran of more than 10 combat missions was shot down over Tunisia, in North Africa. His plane and 
body were never found.  



 
As the disabled P-38 could not be flown off the beach, "American officers had the guns removed, and the 
records say the aircraft was salvaged, but it wasn©t," Gillespie said. "It was gradually covered with sand, and 
there it sat for 65 years. With censorship in force and British beaches closed to the public during the war, 
nobody knew it was there."  
 
It was first spotted by a family enjoying a day at the beach on July 31.  
 
The discovery was stunning news for Robert Elliott, 64, of Blountville, Tenn., the pilot©s nephew and only 
surviving relative. He has spent nearly 30 years trying to learn more about his namesake©s career and death.  
 
All he knew of the Wales incident was a one-line entry saying Elliott had "ditched a P-38 and was uninjured."  
 
"So this is just a monumental discovery, and a very emotional thing," said Elliott, an engineering consultant. He 
said he hopes to be present for the recovery.
