U.S. Thischange WILL effect you. If you go to any of these claims as asmall miner or metal detector or rock
collector. Thiswill effect you. Please send in acomment by the dead line of May 27, 2008. The E.A.J. web
site has all the information and specifics that have to be followed for the commentsto be allowed. If you are
into hunting and fishing and think that these laws will not effect you please read the comments on the EAJ web
site how the laws "could" be used on you too. Also read in the commentsthat if by no other reason, "persons’
could file that persons should be removed from the forest by way of the Endangered Species Law. Asnoted in
the EAJ, there are no USFS lands that does NOT have an endangered species somewherein it.
