Texas Chicken-Fried Steak With Cream Gravy

Ingredients:

3 pounds round steak, ¥z -inch thick

2 cups al-purpose flour

2 teaspoons salt

1 teaspoon black pepper

2 eggs

% cup milk

V egetable oil (corn, peanut, safflower oil) for frying (see note)
Cream gravy (recipe follows)

Directions:

Trim fat off meat, remove bone and cut the meat into 6 equal-size pieces. Use a meat mallet to pound the steaks on both sides, until they are % -inch
thick. Then cut each pounded piece of steak in half (making 12 pieces total).

Combine flour, salt and pepper in alarge shallow bowl. Beat the egg and milk together well in another large shallow bowl.

Dredge the steaks in the seasoned flour, coating them well on both sides. Then use the meat mallet to pound the flour into the steaks. Dip the steaks
in the egg-milk mixture, then dredge them again in the remaining flour. Set the steaks aside in asingle layer on alarge piece of wax paper. Turn the
oven to 200 F.

Pour the vegetable oil to adepth of 1/2 inch into 2 or 3 large heavy-bottom skillets. (Iron skillets are best.) Y ou will have to cook the steaksin 2 or 3
batches, depending on the number of skillets you have. Set the skillets over medium heat. The oil will be hot enough for frying when it pops when
you sprinkle afew drops of water on it.

Carefully put the steaks in asingle layer in the hot oil and cook over medium heat until the bottom side of each steak is golden brown (about 7 to 8
minutes). Turn the steaks over, cover the skillets, reduce the heat to low, and cook until the bottom sides are golden brown and the steaks are tender
(about 8 to 10 minutes).

Transfer the steaks to a heatproof platter, cover loosely with aluminum foil, and keep them warm in the oven while you cook the remaining steaks
and prepare the cream gravy. Makes 6 large servings.

Cream gravy: Pour remaining oil out of one large skillet into a heatproof bowl or measuring cup, but leave in the skillet any particles of batter and
pan drippings that stick to the bottom of the pan.

Return 1/4 cup oil to the skillet and stir in 1/4 cup of flour. Cook for about 3 to 5 minutes over low heat, stirring constantly and scraping the bottom
of the pan, but don®let the mixture brown. Then slowly add 3 cups warm milk to the pan, stirring with afork or wire whisk to prevent lumps. Cook
over medium heat, stirring constantly, until the gravy is smooth and thick. Add salt and black pepper to taste.

Note: It istraditional to use lard, beef suet or solid vegetable shortening.

The Continental Congress was struggling to find funds and provisions for Revolutionary forces when it decided
to issue its own currency. On June 22, 1776, it issued $2 million in paper money. The currency featured the
likeness of Revolutionary soldiers and carried the inscription, "The United Colonies.”

The "Continentals," as the bills were known, were not backed by gold or any other assets. Merchants distrusted
their value and demanded more and more of them for the same amount of goods. General George Washington
complained that, "A wagonload of currency will hardly purchase a wagonload of provisions.”

By the end of the war, the new currency was virtually worthless. The bills were ultimately redeemed by the
new U.S. government at one/one hundredth of their face value. Because of this experience, the phrase "not
worth a Continental" became a way to describe something that was virtually worthless.

The lesson also convinced our Founding Fathers to insist that any currency issued by the U.S. government be
fully redeemablein gold or silver -- arequirement that became part of our Constitution and was honored for the
next 100 years. Today, of course, our currency is backed only by "the full faith and credit of the United States,”
which some cynics (this writer included) say explains why the value of the dollar continuesto fall.

Farewell to the Penny Angel

The very first sentence had me shaking my head. "It is strewn around the sidewalks and gutters of America,
amid the bottle caps and cigarette butts, not even worth bending over to fetch,” the article began.

Not worth bending over to fetch? | go out of my way to pick one up. And | consider myself lucky every time |
find one. How about you?

In case you@e wondering, |@n talking about the lowly penny. In an essay in the New York Times, David
Margolick wrote, "It languishes by cash registersin cheap plastic troughs or cardboard trays, yours to take or
leave or ignore. Or it rattles around in beggars@ups, making lots of noise but too puny, even by the handful, to
swing amuffin or ahot cup of coffee.”

The main point of Margolick®essay is that it®time to do away with the poor, passé penny. The coin costs
more to mint than its face value. It isaburden to business and an annoyance to consumers. It is, in short, more
trouble than it®worth.

Butisit? My mother, who was a child of the Depression, hoarded pennies all her life. She taught me that there
was a Penny Angel who went around scattering the tiny bits of copper for lucky people to discover. She
believed that every coin she found was ablessing. And that if you ever ignored or rejected the Penny Angel®
gift, your good luck would soon come to an end.

A foolish fairy tale? Perhaps. But the lessons you learn as a child stay with you all of your life. | still consider
myself fortunate whenever | see apenny lying in the street, just waiting for me to pick it up. My wife, who
finds my habit more amusing than irritating, has joined in the game. If | happen to overlook a coin in my path,
shewill point it out - and wait patiently while | pick it up.

How different it is for today® sons and daughters. Even before they reach their teens, they have come to take
for granted that their parents will purchase whatever Xbox, iPod, or other expensive e ectronic gizmo they
want. They spend more on their clothes (or, more accurately, their parents do) than many families spend
annually on food. Their parents surfeit them with every imaginable luxury. And the saddest thing of all is, they
do not look around with wonder and gratitude at the abundance they enjoy.

Thisis not going to become a jeremiad against the younger generation, bewailing the fact that "Y ou don®know
how good you®e got it!" [t©not their fault that they were born at atime and in a country with the greatest
material prosperity the world has ever known.

And 1@ not even going to launch a diatribe against their parents, many of whom are all too eager to shower
their offspring with largesse. Even the ones who wonder if they should be stricter are often too cowardly to
resist their children®blandishments.

Instead, 1@n just going to issue asmall sigh of regret that something as quaint and as simple as picking up a
penny -- and being grateful for the gift -- may soon disappear.

When it does, |® be the first to say, "So long, Penny Angel. But thank you for al the times you made me feel
like one of the lucky ones, ssmply by placing a penny in my path.”



Maybe the Lincoln penny will soon be extinct. | doubt it. But evenif it goesthe way of the dodo bird or a
gold-backed dollar, what ahistory it had! Here®how David Margolick described its debut in the article |
mentioned above:

"When it first appeared four score and 18 years ago, it was a matter of almost unimaginable curiosity,
excitement, and veneration. People -- mostly street urchins searching for a quick profit -- lined up for blocks to
buy them; in New Y ork, mounted policemen were called in to control the roiling mobs. Editorialists praised it
as the perfect tribute to a martyr, or denounced it as a trinket unworthy of him. Immigrants had a special
reverence for it; to blacks, it was @mancipation money.©But even to whites, there was something sacred about
it. A New York man who@ committed suicide afew days after it first appeared clutched one in the palm of his
hand, thinking, apparently, that it would bring him good luck in the hereafter."

President Theodore Roosevelt ordered the U.S. Mint to design and produce the new Lincoln penny. He thought
all U.S. coinage could use some sprucing up. Teddy decreed its release date to be August 2, 1909, the 100th
anniversary of Lincoln®@birth. The Boston Globe was almost giddy with excitement: "The new Lincoln cents, it
seems, will be distributed the first week of August. It isso hard to wait!”

Penny fever produced some unusual entrepreneurship. As Margolick reported, people lined up around the block
to exchange their old coins for bright new pennies. "Some people near the front of the lines sold their spots for
adollar. The more impatient and ingenious hired women, who in astill chivalrous era were not made to wait.
Many in what the Tribune called @&e penny-mad crowd@vere poor children.... The resale rate hovered around
three new pennies for anickel, though it shot up whenever supplies ran low. &ou couldn®walk half a dozen
feet,@he Sun reported, @ithout having a grimy hand thrust out in front of you with a pile of glittering penniesin
the outstretched pam.©

By the end of 1909, the Mint had produced more than 100 million of the new coins. Nearly 100 years later, the
Lincoln penny isthe most popular coin in history. The Mint had produced 444,039,035,418 by the end of |ast
year. (Don®you love the exactness of the bean counters, oops, | mean the penny counters, at the Mint? No
rounding off these numbers!)

With more than 444 billion penniesin circulation over the years, it®no wonder my Penny Angel never ran out
of treats.
