Cowboy Beans

Did you try the baked bean dishes at the July meeting/dinner? Beans provide alot of opportunity to use spices
in an otherwise plain dish. Here are my notes on “Cowboy Beans’:

| like adish which | always called “Cowboy Beans’, but my better half (some say, “better three fourths’), Connie, points out were
called “Honey Bean Bake” by Richard Bolt. Richard was a chuck wagon cook at the 6666 Ranch and drove the chuck wagon in the
“Marlboro Man” commercials. Hisrecipe was.

1 pound dried pinto beans

% pound (8 dices) bacon, diced
1 medium onion, sliced

1 cup honey

1 teaspoon salt

1 teaspoon dry mustard

1 teaspoon ginger

Wash and pick over beans, put in mixing bowl.. Cover beans with water and soak overnight. Next morning, cook beansin water until
skins burst, about 1 hour. Drain and reserve liquid. Place half the bacon and onion in the bottom of a 2 %2 quart bean pot or casserole
dish; add beans and top with the remaining bacon and onion. Combine remaining ingredients 1 % cup reserved bean liquid; pour over
beans. Cover and bake in a 300 degree oven for 3 %2 hours. Uncover and bake 1 hour, or until beans are of desired consistency. Stir
occasionally.

Thisis not the same dish, but | have also heard it called “Cowboy Beans'. It is much easier to prepare, but surprisingly good, and is
from arecipe published by “Hints From Heloise” in about 1970, called “Bootlegger Beans':

1 can pork and beans in tomato sauce

3 strips of bacon, fried and diced

Chopped onion, browned in bacon fat in frying pan
1 tablespoon brown sugar

2 to 3 tablespoons ketchup

Pour off most of the grease after the onions are brown. Add the beans, brown sugar, and ketchup. Stir well, cover, and simmer slowly
for afew minutes. Bakein a 300 degree oven for about an hour using an oven-proof baking dish.

It is a huge omibus bill, which includes the National Landscape
Conservation System This bill passed in the house and is now in the Senate. There are
over 90 bills conbined into one big ness. This bill will take over 26 nillion acres of

bot h government and even private |ands and place it under national park style
regul ati ons.

Many new parks and scenic areas would be created. This for a systemthat already cannot
manage what it has. In order to manage this systemit will add untold mllions to the
budget and that noney cones right out of our pockets. Feinstein wants to add another 6
mllion acres to it.

It will eventually elimnate many nmultiple uses that are now allowed as the |ands are
gradual |y turned into parks and roads elimnated. Public use activities such as grazing,



m ni ng, prospecting, off-roading, and even hiking will disappear. Any traditional use of
this land by anyone will be affected. It also includes a nunber of "National Trails",
many of which pass through a I ot of private property. The | andowners will eventually | ose
their property along with anyone who falls within any of the boundaries.

Here is the link to the bill. The full bill is over 700 pages. Any bill like this should
be opposed. No one can possibly know all that is init. This is a way of pushing through
all kinds of bad |egislation that would never stand on its own. It is a travesty that our
el ected representati ves woul d use these neans, but not one bit surprising.

The second itemis HR2421. It is titled the Clean Water Restoration Act. Sounds like a
wi nner right. WRONG This is another wolf in sheep's clothing. It places virtually al
water in the nation under the control of the Corp of Engineers and the EPA. It does this
by replacing the words "navigable water" with "Waters of the United States"” in their
jurisdictional requirements. It gives themauthority over every piece of water in the US
This includes every | ake, swanp, stream tiny creek and your pond. Along with any
activity that affects them Here is sone wording fromthe bill.

WATERS OF THE UNI TED STATES- The term "waters of the United States' neans all waters
subject to the ebb and flow of the tide, the territorial seas, and all interstate and
intrastate waters and their tributaries, including |akes, rivers, streanms (including
intermttent streans), nudflats, sandflats, wetlands, sloughs, prairie potholes, wet
neadows, playa | akes, natural ponds, and all inpoundnents of the foregoing, to the
fullest extent that these waters, or activities affecting these waters, are subject to
the I egislative power of Congress under the Constitution.'.

That's right. They will have control over the pond on your property or that |ow spot that
fills with water during wet tines. Look for a whole long list of new regul ati ons and

pernits todo everything from boating to killing weeds to prospecting. Could this even affect metal detecting
and diving? Sooner or later they will probably get to us!

Thisis another example of the far | efts attempts to take control of private property under the ruse of "protecting”
something. They are slowly chipping away at the very freedoms that founded this country. .Do not let them
succeed. Contact your representative and tell them to oppose this attack on your property rights.

Hobbyists scour historic ranch land, find bits of the past

Prospectors and Treasure Hunters Association, digs Saturday in asmall spot on the XIT Ranch sitein
Channing. Anything found on the site will be given to the property owner.

CHANNING - Prospectors mined the XI1T Ranch office grounds Saturday and unearthed ... well, not much.
"A lot of junk," said John London, president of the Amarillo Prospectors and Treasure Hunters A ssociation.

But that was OK with the 15 club members who braved morning rain, wind and unseasonably cold temperatures
in the 60s to sweep the property with metal detectors in search of fragments of Old West heritage.

"[t®just great,” London said, even though the club found not a single coin, much less buried treasure.
"We found no coins at al, which isalittle bit unusual," he said.
"That®the fun part of metal-detecting,” London said. "Y ou never know what you might find."

Their findings included two spent bullets, buckshot, harness buckles and rings, a crushed eyewash cup, a
measuring spoon, a hand- made marble, severa razor blades and a sound board from a harmonica.

"We thought we might find some artifacts," London said.

The items uncovered Saturday will belong to the property®owner, Lenny Sadler of Amarillo. Those deemed
suitable will go on display in the XIT office, Sadler said.

The office has stood sentinel in the center of town for more than 100 years.



Completed in 1899, the office was the site of financial transactions for the legendary X1T Ranch, which in the
1880s was the world®largest range under fence. The XIT covered 3 million acres that stretched roughly 30
mileswide in parts of 10 counties from the Oklahoma Panhandle to near Lubbock.

"Once amonth, we try to find a place to dig," London said. "We wanted to hunt the XIT."

The club meets on the second Tuesday of each month. London encouraged anyone interested in joining to call
him at 806-376-4091.

Membership is open to "anybody that®got a desire to get out and chase history with a metal detector,” he said.

Club member Rodney Laubhan said the hobby offers "good exercise. | enjoy getting out and there® always the
chance of finding something of value like coins or aring. The dream of every treasure hunter isto find a cache.

"But redly, it®the quest.”
