Many of you have never visited Denison, where your humble editor lives. But you may have heard me brag
that we have several outstanding placesto eat here. In fact, | rate our catfish and BBQ “joints’ (and don’t they
sometimes appear to be “joints’, especially the good ones?) high by any standards. | have learned I’ m not
alone.

“Saveur Magazine” is generally associated with gourmet food but its masthead says, “ Saveur seeks out stories
from around the globe that weave together culture, tradition, and people through the language of food. It's
premiseis simple -- cooking is one of the most universal, and beautiful, means of human expression.”

This month they did an article on catfish and Huck's Catfish in Denison was named one of the best six places
for catfish in America. Thereit was, sitting atop alist populated by the likes of Mississippi Deltafried fish
joints steeped in history. The magazine even went so far as to say our hometown catfish joint is as good as any
Mississippi Delta catfish. High praise indeed.

They did not present Huck’ s recipe but they did print this one, which isaclassic from a Mississippi Deltajoint.

Fried Catfish
This dish can be served with tartar sauce and a side of hush puppies.

Canola or peanut ail, for frying

2 cups yellow cornmeal

1 1/3 cups flour

1/4 cup seasoned salt, such as Lawry's

2 tbsp. baking powder

1 thsp. freshly ground black pepper

4 3-5-0z. boneless, skinless catfish filets
1/2 lemon, cut into wedges

Tartar Sauce, for serving

In an 8-qt. pot, pour in oil to adepth of 3 inches. Heat oil over medium-high heat until it registers 350 degrees
on adeep-fry thermometer.

Meanwhile, combine cornmeal, flour, seasoned salt, baking powder, and pepper in alarge bowl. Add the catfish
and toss to coat. Gently shake off the excess cornmeal mixture and transfer catfish to arack.

Working in 2 batches, fry the catfish in the hot oil until golden brown and cooked through, about 6 minutes.

Using tongs, transfer catfish to awire cooling rack set over arimmed baking sheet to let drain. Transfer fish to
two plates and serve with alemon wedge and tartar sauce.
