WILTED LEAFLETTUCE

2 bunches Leaf Lettuce

2 tsp. Sugar

2 Green Onions, sliced

4 Radishes, dliced

4 dlices Bacon

Yacup Vinegar (I prefer Salad Vinegar or Cider Vinegar)
2 tbsp. Water

2 hard boiled Eggs, sliced

Tear or cut lettuce into bowl and sprinkle with salt and pepper. In afrying pan, fry the bacon crisp and crumble.
Add vinegar and water to bacon drippings and bring to aboil. Sprinkle sugar into mixture and pour over
lettuce. Toss until wilted (some prefer to cover and let sit until wilted.) Add bacon and other ingredients.
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
