I received this from James Turner: 
 
Bad News--maybe everyone else was awair of it --but I was not 
 
HUD no longer manages the houses it (the government) owns. It has contracted it out in this area to Southwest 
Alliance. HUD has given them power over the properties and the right to make rules. One rule is no trespassing 
on HUD properties. There are small kind of unclear signs in the window of all HUD homes now that say no 
trespassing. It is the policy of Southwest Alliance to file trespassing charges on people who are not on HUD 
property to BUY the house. Most likely you would just be told to leave but if you have a CHL you could loose 
it if charged. Also any Realtor having a bad day could call the police. If the police ask Southwest Alliance (their 
contact # is on the no trespass notice in the window) what  to do  they will answer arrest the guy metal 
detecting.  
 
Just so its clear it is no longer OK to detect HUD houses. 
 
So its unclear-- its like city parks most likely you will just be told to leave but you can©t count on it. Just know 
its illegal
